PLANNING MATTERS
The following application were discussed:-
18/00233 -
Land East Of The Street And Loraine Way Bramford Ipswich IP8 4NS
Outline Application (with access and all other matters reserved) - Residential development of up to 195 homes including affordable homes with areas of landscaping and public open space, new access from Loraine Way and pedestrian and cycle links (Revised application).

The Parish Council felt that this development would adversely affect Claydon and Whitton as much of the traffic from the new development would need to use junction 52 of the A14.  The proposed development is outside the settlement boundary and includes no facilities.  Therefore every journey made by residents would be by car.

20 Station Road, Claydon, Ipswich, Suffolk IP6 0HT
Full Planning Application - Erection of 1No dwelling (re-submission of refused application DC/18/01889).
The Parish Council objects to this application.  Councillors felt that the new application had not resolved the issues with the previous application.  In addition, they felt that the visual impact of the proposed building would not be in keeping with the surroundings.

Planning Application - Erection of a research building


This application was unfortunately missed on the previous agenda and was approved before the Parish Council could comment on it.

Application for Advertisement Consent - New hanging and illuminated signage


Parish Councillors had no objection to this and felt that The Greyhound was looking very smart.  The advertisement consent was granted by the local authority on 10th December.

Cllr Avis had requested that Bellway release this funding, but as the timescale had already passed, Bellway declined to continue to make this money available.

CORRESPONDENCE FROM TURLEY REGARDING APPEAL FOR DC/17/1832
On receipt of the correspondence, the planning committee decided not to reply as they felt that they had made their views sufficiently clear in the response to the planning application.  

Councillors felt very concerned about the possibility of Old Norwich Road re-opening, as this would have a significant and catastrophic effect on the village of Claydon.

The parish council expect Mid Suffolk District Council to strongly oppose this appeal.
